Catawba County
Catawba County has a population of 146,690 and
covers approximately 405 Square miles. The
topography of the county is gently rolling to hilly
with several pronounced ridges including Bakers,
and Anderson Mountains, elevations range from
760 feet above sea level at Lake Norman 1,780
feet above sea level on Bakers Mountain, the av-
erage elevation is 1,270 feet above sea level.

The climate is moderate with an average summer
temperature of 78 degrees Fahrenheit and an av-
erage winter temperature of 43 degrees Fahren-
heit.

Catawba County is located into the north western
piedmont region of the state and is within 2 hours
driving time of the North Carolina Mountains,

" and 4 hours driving time of the North Carolina
Coast.

Catawba County has a wealth of human re-
sources making for a viable and thriving econ-
omy. The county’s wide diversity of activity and
employment has contributed to its stable eco-
nomic environment.

Educational opportunities are available in Ca-
tawba County with a 4 year college and one com-
munity college within the county. Several other
colleges are within brief driving time of Catawba
County.

Medical care is available to residents through 2
modern hospitals within the county and 3 nation-
ally recognized medical centers in Charlotte,
which is less than an hours drive from Catawba
County.

New officers receive
and additional eight
weeks of field training followed by as-
signment to the Uniformed Patrol Divi-
sion. Officers patrol a designated area of
the county and are responsible for the
prevention of crime, investigation of of-
fenses, and apprehension of violators.
Officers must also respond to automobile
accidents, and are required to exercise
good judgment and initiative in handling

both routine and complex problems.

Age: Must be at least 21 years old.

Physical condition: Must pass a rigid physical examina-
tion which includes drug testing, minimum visual acu-
ity of 20/60 in each eye, correctable to 20/20, normal

color and depth perception, and no hearing loss.

Education: Must have a high school diploma or state
equivalent, graduated from Basic Law Enforcement
Training. Associates Degree in Criminal Justice is

preferred, but not required.

Character: Must have no convictions of felonious or

serious misdemeanor crimes.

Occupational Qualifications: Must be a US citizen, and
possess or be able to obtain a valid North Carolina

drivers License.

Residency: Must live in Catawba County.

The Catawba County Sheriff’s Office is a pro-
gressive problem-solving law enforcement
agency. Itis comprised of three major divisions
and ten separate units thought which officers are
assigned. The structure of the department is ar-
ranged to provide a full range of law enforcement
service and protection for all citizens of Catawba
County,.

The Uniform Patrol division consists of 4 patrol
platoons that provide 24 hour a day service in
preventive patrol, protection of life and property,
apprehension of violators, preliminary investiga-
tion of crimes and response to citizens calls for
service. Also we have a Traffic unit, Warrant
unit and Lake unit. The traffic unit works major
highways, school zones and reported areas in the
county for speeding and traffic violations. The
Warrant unit serves warrants and domestic vio-
lence orders. The Lake unit patrols Lake Nor-
man.

Investigations / Support divisions consists of the
Criminal Investigations, and Support Services.
The Criminal Investigations and Support Services
units have individual units specializing in areas
such as: Vice / Narcotics, Crime Scene Research
and Investigations, Records, and Crime Preven-
tion which includes: D.A.R.E., Community Polic-
ing and School Resource Officers.

The Detention Facility / Bailiff Division. Deten-
tion is responsible for housing those arrested and
waiting trail. Detention houses an inmate for
only up to 6 months after he is convicted. If he
has a longer sentence or other problems he will be
transferred to the Department of Corrections. A
Bailiff is responsible for overseeing the operation
of the courts. The Bailiff opens and closes the
court each day and assist the judges in the court-
room. He moves prisoners from the detention
facility to the courtroom and takes custody of
subjects that the judge sentences to serve time in
a detention facility.
